Shackleton’s huts.  Some landings were wet landings – onto a 

beach. Others were snow landings – where the crew carved steps in 

the ice using a chainsaw and covered them with carpet.  Talks and 

lectures were given every day.  He showed us a lovely video of 

penguins lined up on an ice cliff and diving into the sea, one at a 

time, looking very much like synchronised swimmers.
